District 7790 has been part of a three district PR grant application for 2011-12 which has enabled our district to conduct major TV ad campaigns both on the Maine and Quebec sides of the border. A preliminary agreement has been made with two major cable companies to run Rotary “Humanity in Motion” TV Ads over the coming months.
There will be additional funds available to local Rotary Clubs to conduct their own unique PR efforts using the R.I. “Humanity in Motion” materials. They can be PSAs (Public Service Announcements) for tv, radio or print ads…even billboards. Please note, however, the campaign must use the “Humanity in motion” material to be approved.
The PR Grant application allows us to take approximately $6,000, equally divided between Maine and Quebec clubs, for those local programs. District 7790 will conduct a matching effort for those clubs eager to participate by matching up to $500 of their club funds with an additional $500. So, clubs may be able to run ad campaigns of $1,000 if they choose to do so.
Interested clubs must then do as follows:

Complete the facsimile Public Relations Grant Application Form 2011-12 following this notice. This form is an approximate replication of the R.I. District form and must be so in order that we are all, District and Club, consistent with the grant requirements. 
All expenditures must be documented accurately since all funds are disbursed by R.I. PR on a reimbursement basis to the district. If your club receives grant funds from our District 7790, all cost and expense data must be returned to the District PR Coordinator by April 15, 2012. 
Club PR Grant applications must be forwarded to PDG Gary Walker for Maine and Rotarian Mario Duchesneau for Quebec. Approvals will be made on a first come, first serve basis for completed approvable requests as long as there are funds available.
